Pray that you will have more hunger for God's Word and His
presence and pray against any hindrances to a lifestyle of
consistent personal devotion.

Intercede for favor in your sphere of influence so you can be
more involved in making disciples.

Making disciples is about helping people have a relationship with God.

Matthew 28:19

To make a disciple is not to give a person some set of rules to follow.
Rather it is showing him or her that receiving Jesus into his or her life is
actually entering a relationship with Him. How does a relationship work?
One needs to allot time to get to know the other person, to communicate
with him or her, to share lives with that person. How does a person grow in
relationship with God?

Making disciples is about teaching people to obey God’s Word.

sake but rather sharing the truth that produces obedience out of love and
devotion to God.
