Isaiah referred to as our Mighty God. Jesus is God who became
man, possessing all the power of God.

Jesus,
however, was not just a representation of salvation; He is our
salvation and He is the only One who can save us from our
sins. According to Romans 3:23,24, who has sinned? How
are we justified?

But he said to me, “My grace is sufficient for you, for my
power is made perfect in weakness.” Therefore | will boast
all the more gladly of my weaknesses, so that the power of
Christ may rest upon me. 2 CORINTHIANS 12:9

Paul, the writer of this letter, emphasizes that God's
sufficient grace is available for every believer right now,
regardless of how difficult the situation may be. In fact, Paul
says that his own weaknesses are opportunities for God to
show His power. What does sufficient mean? Recall a time
when you saw how God's grace and power helped you

in your weakness.

He gives us the victory.

But thanks be to God, who gives us the victory through our
Lord Jesus Christ. 1 CORINTHIANS 15:57

Jesus’ death and resurrection have already given us victory
over sin and death. When we put our trust in Jesus, we are
assured of a restored relationship with God and eternal

life with Him. Why can we give thanks to God every day,
regardless of our circumstances?
